As I get ready to return to the House of 

Commons this fall, I’m feeling grateful for 

all the opportunities I had over the summer 

to connect with many of you.

When I was elected, I learned that all MPs have the 

privilege to visit any federal prison.  

So this summer, we organized a visit joined by Senator Kim 

Pate and her team, Julia from Community Justice Initiatives 

(CJI) - The Just Community, advocate Rick Sauvé, and 

Owen from my team to walk through the Grand Valley 

Institution for Women on Homer Watson. 

 

We got to hear from wardens, union reps, nurses and 

other Corrections Services staff about what they would like 

to see improved. 

 

Most importantly, we got to hear directly from prisoners - 

they shared concerns about the quality of their drinking 

water, a lack of internet access, or how hopeful they were 

that volunteers from CJI would soon be permitted to visit. 

 

It was a profound experience and a great reminder for how 

important it is to ensure that truly *all voices* are heard.
